Chairman Flowers and Planning Board members, 
 
In response to the various review letters received by this office, we offer the following responses.  
Original comments from each letter are italicized. Our responses are in bold.  
 
Per the CPL January 20, 2021 letter: 
 

1. The applicant is proposing to obtain approval for tree cutting to be able to have the trees cut within 
the allowable season to avoid impacts to Indiana Bats. Our office has no objection to this, given the 
limited area and relatively small number of trees proposed to be cut. We understand that, for this to 
be permitted, the SEQRA determination will need to be made by the lead agency and no earth 
disturbances will be permitted until the stormwater SPDES permit is in place. We understand that the 
Town will also require a restoration bond. Our office proposes a restoration bond of $7,200 to cover 
16-new trees to replace the ones cut plus $4,000 to cover the cost of the removal and disposal of the 
cut trees.  
The applicant has provided a certified check and . Town Board appoval was granted for the felling 
on March 8, 2021.  

2. In prior reviews, it was requested to provide all correspondence with the NYSDEC review and approval 
of the proposed plans.  
The Town is copied on or forwarded all DEC submissions.  

3. Based on the provided DCDBCH approval letter dated February 4, 2020, a note should be added to 
the General Site Notes stating the requirements of said approval letter, “The proposed addition 
increases the number of employees from 102 to a maximum of 166. The total flow will be 1500 gallons 
per day, which is within the existing septic system capacity of 1600 gallons per day.” Any further 
expansion of employees over the maximum of 166 will require approval by the DCDBCH.   
The note has been added to the plan. 

4. The details of the retaining walls are noted, please specify the location and height of the proposed 
retaining walls. Please revise the plans to clearly show the full extent of the wall including spot 
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elevations and locations of varying heights as shown in the details (i.e., 4’ wall, 6’ wall, etc.). If the 
wall is over 4’ high, then a note should be placed on the plans stating that retaining walls over 4’ high 
shall be designed by a New York State Licensed Professional Engineer and plans shall be submitted as 
part of the building permit application.  
The location and top/bottom wall elevations can be seen on the grading and utility plans. The wall 
is on all proposed site plan sheets.  

5. Response to previous comment is noted, upon final design please address the following comments to 

the Sheet GD.1:  

a. Provide construction details for all stormwater management features.  

b. Show the location of the proposed temporary swale to corelate with the construction detail.  

c. Provide protection around the infiltration chambers throughout the duration of construction.  

d. Please label the proposed roof leader locations for clarity; and  

e. Please clarify the proposed grading contours in the driveway area around the truck loading 

and infiltration chambers.  

These items will be provided as appropriate.  

6. Response to prior comment is noted. As previously stated, provide a construction detail for the 
proposed porous pavement.  
The porous pavement detail has been provided. 

7. The Construction Sequencing notes on Sheet D.2 identifies Phase 1 notes. It is unclear if there are 
additional phases proposed, please clarify.  
For the purposes of ground disturbance and keeping it under 5 acres at time, there is phasing. Of 
the 7.41 acres being disturbed, much is currently paved. The stormwater pond will be installed in 
"phase" I along with a construction entrance, silt fence and silt sac. Once installed the pond will be 
seeded and the proposed development areas within the impervious will be in "phase" II. The 
plantings adjacent to the paved areas will be installed last; in phase III.  

8. Construction staging needs to be considered per the following comments:  

a. Given the site constraints with the wetlands, where will the existing parking be relocated 

during construction?   

There is currently an abundance of parking in the front of, and along the west side, of the 

building for the site (COVID aside). There is no need to relocate parking. 

b. Where will construction vehicles park?  

All construction vehicles will be parked to the north and east of the proposed building. 

c. Staging area for construction trailers and materials need to be shown.    

They have been added to the plan. 

d. Given the construction access from Maloney Road was eliminated, a construction access 

plan and employee safety plan should be developed.  

Construction access has been added to the plan. The eastern site entrance will be used for 

construction and the west for employees.  

9. The existing facility is currently connected to the DCWWA water line in Airport Drive for potable 

water. The existing on-site well is used to supply fire protection to the facility. Show the existing 

DCWWA main line and the service connection location. The EAF should be revised accordingly. If the 
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fire protection storage is located outside, does the tank need to be enlarged to accommodate the 

building expansion?    

The EAF is revised and attached herein. 

 

The revised SWPPP is being submitted under separate cover. 
 

Per the Hardesty and Hanover letter dated January 27, 2021 we offer the following: 
REVIEW COMMENTS  

  

1. - 3. Comments noted 

4. Lighting. There are two poles proposed at the north east corner of the parking area. These two poles 

are a different fixture than the other poles lining the periphery of the parking area. These two poles 

are proposed at a lower height than the other lights on the property (15’ compared to 25’ poles 

along the parking area and 20’ wall mounted lights lining the building) and at significantly higher 

level of illumination than the other lights (12 footcandles compared to 3-4 footcandles on the other 

poles and 1-1.5 along the building). We question if this is done with intention and if the proposed 

lighting can be reduced without disruption to proposed activities. Additionally, the applicant should 

confirm the color temperature of the proposed lighting. In general, we do not recommend color 

temperatures exceed 3000K. In instances where wildlife, particularly the endangered Indiana Bat, 

is at risk of impact, a lower color temperature may be desirable.   

The lighting has been modified. The specs are included. Lighting is shown for the banked spaces 

to the north.  

To the west the grade drops substantially and the tree line is not impacted by spillage. Being the 

fixtures are type III distribution, spillage to the east tree line is also minimal. The temperature of 

all fixtures is 3000K and will have dimming and timing control. 

5. Wetlands. According to the plans and Full EAF, there are Federal and State regulated wetlands on 

and adjacent to the property.  A wetland functional analysis report concerning the on-site wetlands 

was submitted by the applicant to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation 

(NYSDEC). It appears from the NYSDEC response letter that they deem the application submitted to 

be incomplete. The applicant should address this.   

A number of the items noted in the NOIA (dated December 17, attached) from the DEC were 

addressed in the January 19 submission to the DEC. The Town was copied on that submission 

and a copy is included herein. A Phase 1A/1B Is recommended by SHPO. A Phase 1B requires soil 

samples be taken so this work is obviously weather dependent. However, when that report is 

complete, the Town will be copied on the submission to SHPO.  

6. Floodplain.  A portion of the property is located within the 100-year floodplain.  It appears that the 

Project does not include development within the 100-year floodplain and may not require a 

Floodplain Development Permit pursuant to Section 240-33 of the Zoning Law and Chapter 133 of 

the Town Code. We defer to the Zoning Administrator and Town Engineer with regard to this 

matter. 

Comment noted. 
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Per the Town of Wappinger Fire Prevention Bureau, we offer the following: 

• The northwest hydrant has been relocated to the opposite side of the drive aisle and is now 52 feet 
from the building. A hydrant has been relocated from where it currently resides at the northeast side 
of the existing building to the north eastern side of the proposed addition. 

• Currently there are two - 100,000-gallon water storage tanks on the property. One is offline, empty 
and not in use. The other is used for the fire suppression system. There is a diesel fire pump located in 
a building at the base of the water storage tank. The tank not in use can be retrofitted to feed the 
additional sprinkler system. The fire suppression system will be included in the building plans which 
will be submitted as a component of the building permit application.
