Mr. Grosso,

1. In order to accommodate anticipated growth at the NY World Headquarters and for
consolidation of Hudson Valley Lighting California-based operations, Hudson Valley
Lighting is considering a $22+ million expansion. This is in addition to the $18 million
investment that has been made already at 151 Airport Drive in the Town of Wappinger.

Hudson Valley Lighting currently employs a workforce of 82 at their Dutchess County
facility, which is an increase of 95% since moving into the renovated facility in 2016. The
envisioned expansion plan includes growth of an additional 87 employees over the next
five years. This expansion will result in an anticipated total local employment of 169 FTE's.
This expansion will result in an estimated $6.5 million payroll (including benefits). HVL
has been successful in recruiting professionals from outside of NYS. The majority of the
existing and anticipated new employees will live in New York State, and specifically within
the Mid-Hudson Region.

In order to create this number of positions and make a viable return on investment, the
addition is required to be no less than 142,500 sf. The location of the addition is required
to be as shown because of the existing conditions of the site, including the existing grades,
building location and onsite traffic circulation.

There is an existing disturbance to the adjacent area of 0.49 acres. The current proposal
increases the disturbance to 0.82 acres in the adjacent area. The disturbance includes a
portion of the addition, asphalt, retaining wall less than 4’ in height, two light poles,
approximately 35 linear feet of curbing, vegetative plantings, stormwater catch basin,
HDPE and PVC pipe.
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Pervious pavement is not recommended for areas of heavy truck traffic which will occur
in this area. All stormwater runoff from the proposed impervious located in the adjacent
area will be captured and treated in the proposed infiltration area located to the north of
the paved truck turning area. The retaining wall limits the extent of regrading into the
adjacent area. There is no proposed disturbance in the wetland. The silt fence has been
replaced with a compost filter sock which has been relocated to ensure it is not within
the wetland. Additional grass plantings have been added to the landscape plan in the area
of proposed adjacent area disturbance.

1. Currently this area of proposed disturbance is well lit. As can be seen on the existing
conditions plan there are light poles located within the limit of existing disturbance. The
proposed lighting limits light spillage into the tree line on the east side of disturbance to
0.1 footcandles.

2. Circulation was sent on July 7, 2020. The DEC was included in that circulation. See the
attached cover sheet.

3. Submission has been made to SHPO and the receipt email is attached. The determination
will be forwarded to you upon receipt.

4. A SWPPP has been prepared and is currently under review by the Town of Wappinger
consultants.

5. The application form is now correct.

6. A S200 check was included in the initial submission. The check cleared on 1/8/21.
